Organ-

ized by Ms. Jeryl Bain, the participants were NIST students ranging from 

Class of 2000-2015.  

 

At Thursdayõs opening ceremony, NIST alumni and parents were invited 

along with the Year3 students and students from Year 13 who have been 

at NIST since 1999. Mr. Adrian Watts, NIST Deputy Head, opened the 

ceremony. Mr. Watts remarked that òtime is a fascinating thing and as 

part of the PYP programme studying time and history, it is exciting for the 

Year3 students to be looking at how we keep records, and pass on history 

from generation to generationó. Mr. Doug Edwards, Elementary vice Prin-

ciple ð Pastoral, presented a short VDO clip of teachers and students 

reminiscing about their memories of 1999 and the time capsule.  

 

 

The time capsule was opened by six year 13 students who have been at 

NIST for the longest. Items such as mobile phones, coins, studentsõ work, a 

school uniform, newspapers, yearbook, photo stickers, and a VDO tape were 

revealed. It is sad to note that many items were damaged due to the leak-

age of water inside the time capsule, but many survived intact.  

  
The Year 3s will re-seal the capsule with new items later this year, to be 

opened in another ten year.
