Given that the IB examinations were being conducted 

during the most difficult days of the Bangkok street protests, our congratulations go out to teachers 

and students alike.

School Board, for what has become such a distinguished and accomplished School. In closing, I would 

therefore like to wish everyone a successful 2010-2011 School year, while pledging the Boardõs contin-

ued support to achieve the highest quality of education and facilities for Students, Faculty and Parents.
